APPLICATION FORM

Interested Officials must read, complete this application and submit the form to the Championship ‘Umpire In Charge’ by Thursday 28th February 2019 (refer details on the bottom of the form).

The Women’s National Technical Committee (WNTC) is responsible for the selection of officials for all National Championship/Tournament Women’s Lacrosse events as arranged or sanctioned by the Australian Lacrosse Association (ALA).

This selection process will be conducted by the ALA Umpire in Charge (UIC) and all the members of the WNTC based on the following principles, merit and equity:
· Ensuring selections and accreditation assessments are conducted fairly and consistently.
· Ensuring the selection of the most suitable person(s) to each event.
· Supporting the development of Australian Officials to the highest levels and standards of performance.

Essential criteria for all officials in any competition are:
1) Eligible for the relevant competition in accordance with the applicable competition by-laws and regulations.
2) Accredited at the required level in accordance with the relevant Officiating Accreditation Standard.
3) Invited to participate (in Australian National Championships / Tournaments) by the ALA and assessed as appropriate by the WNTC.

Umpire Selection Criteria
1) Hold an appropriate accreditation level for the applicable event.
2) Must be two years older than the age limited competition (and/or competency based).

Technical Delegate / Assessor Selection Criteria
1) Hold an appropriate accreditation level for the applicable event.
2) Demonstrates ability and sufficient experience to perform over the period of the event.
3) Performance at applicable selection trials.
4) Development potential / mentoring skills.
5) Experience as an Umpire.
6) Prior participation as an assessor at events overall experience and contribution as an assessor in their domestic competition.
7) Active participation in the relevant role(s) within their own jurisdiction.



Additional Expectations / Requirements
All attending Officials must:
· As per ALA Policy, attend the pre-event officials briefing, i.e. must be at the event location the day before commencement in time to attend briefings.
· Attend the opening and closing ceremonies.
· Attend the Championship Dinner on the final evening.
· Meet the physical demands of their role for the duration of the event.
· Complete the national ALA on-line accreditation test at least two weeks prior to leaving for the event.
· Agree to abide by the ALA’s official’s code of behavior (refer to the ALA By-Laws for National Championships and Tournaments)
· Acknowledge the ALA or WNTC may take disciplinary action for breaches of the code.
· Acknowledge that disciplinary action may include de-accreditation.
